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Road Chief Stresses
Needof Gas Tax Hike

Prppbsed increases In the
statei gas tax and license plate
fee would give Michigan’s
cities and counties an addi-
tional $55 million a year to
make needed road and street
improvements, State High-
way Director Howard E. Hill
said. ;

“Michigan’s. 83 counties
and 520 cities and villages
now receive $135 million an-
nually from the Motor Vehri-
cle Highway Fund,” Hill said.
“Most of this income must be
spent to maintain Michigan’s
more than 100,000 miles of
county roads and city and, vil-
lage streets.

“A iwo-cent increase in
the state gas tax along with
a moderate increase in li-
cense plate fees would in-
increase the amount of
money available t6 coun-
ties and cities to about $190

million annually.”
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
